
 

 

 

 

 

 

The Bible tells us in Ephesians 6:11, “Put on the full armor of God so that you can stand against 

the wiles of the Devil.”  The question of WHY we should put on the full armor of God is 

answered in verse 12: “For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against 

principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual 

hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.”   

If we were able to teleport back to ancient Israel and Mesopotamia 2-3 thousand years ago, we 

would see that the people of that time were well aware of both the physical and spiritual 

worlds. The physical world that we live in is seen and known through our 5 senses. But the 

people in ancient Mesopotamia were also very aware that there was an invisible realm 

occupied by the God of Israel, and lesser but incredibly powerful eternal spiritual beings; Satan, 

angels, demons, and lesser gods such as Baal, Asherah and Molech. Since our 5 senses cannot 

see or detect the spiritual realm, it is really easy for us to dismiss it and assume it is irrelevant in 

today’s political, spiritual and culture war in America. When we look at the Bible there are 

hundreds of verses that confirm the existence of the spiritual realm. This slide shows just a few 

of those verses. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Spiritual Warfare – June 2023 



You cannot believe the Bible is the inerrant inspired Word of God and believe that Satan, angels, 

demons, and lesser gods are myths, and do not operate and wreak havoc in our 

“developed/educated” modern world today. For the most part Satan has blinded America and 

the developed world to the existence of the unseen spiritual realm. Satan uses greed, wealth, 

power, education, and materialism to effectively separate the wealthy developed nations from 

their dependence on God and God’s Word. The last thing Satan wants to do is set off alarm bells 

that would convince Christians and the “developed” world that he and his demonic legions are 

real, actively involved in the culture war, and set on destroying everything that God calls good.  

 

The Bible describes Satan in John 8:44: “…He was a murderer from the beginning, and does 

not stand in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaks a lie, he speaks from 

his own resources, for he is a liar and the father of it.”  Satan and his demonic forces’ successes 

are highly dependent on people believing the spiritual world is a myth and, in their ability to 

convince the world that evil is good and good is evil. 2 Corinthians 11:14: “And no wonder! For 

Satan himself transforms himself into an angel of light.” 

 

The reason it is so important that we internalize that this unseen spiritual realm is real is 

because the powers in the spiritual realm guide, direct, and control many of our physical world 

institutions, media, leaders, businesses, politicians, judges, and bureaucracies. We know this 

because the Bible tells us that Satan is the ruler of this world. 2 Corinthians 4:4 tells us Satan is 

“… the god of this age …” Ephesians 2:2 tells us Satan is “… the prince of the power of the air, 

the spirit who now works in the sons of disobedience,” John 12:31 tells us “… the ruler of this 

world will be cast out.”   

 

Our enemy and his legions cannot be defeated using human weapons or by human means. 

Satan is an incredibly powerful adversary and will only be overcome and defeated through 

God’s power, God’s Word, and God’s plan for Christians and the church to stand against this evil. 

Ephesian 6:13-18 tells us how to stand by putting on the full armor of God, “Therefore, take up 

the whole armor of God, that you may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done 

all, to stand. Stand therefore, having girded your waist with truth, having put on the 

breastplate of righteousness, and having shod your feet with the preparation of the gospel of 

peace; above all, taking the shield of faith with which, you will be able to quench all the fiery 

darts of the wicked one. And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is 

the word of God, praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being watchful 

to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints.” War in the spiritual realm 

is fought differently than war in the physical world. 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

In Ephesians 6:11-14 God repeats 4 times that we are to stand against evil; “Stand against the 

wiles of the devil”, “withstand in the evil day”, “done all to stand”, “Stand therefore”. I do not 

know of any other place in the Bible where God has put so much emphasis on a command by 

repeating it 4 times in 4 consecutive versus.  The Bible does not just order us to “stand,” but to 

spiritually prepare for the battle and to use spiritual weapons for offense, defense, and 

communications. The question each of us ought to ask is what does “standing” look like for me 

as an individual Christian blessed with a unique set of skills, spiritual gifts, time, resources, and 

contacts.  

As individuals we can sin against God by overt acts of commission such as (worshiping idols, 

false witness, sexual immorality, steal, kill, covet, etc.) but we can also sin against God by 

omission. James 4:17 says “Anyone who knows the right things and fails to do it, for him it is 

sin.”  James 4:7 “Submit yourself therefore to God, resist the devil and he will flee from you.”  

The sins of omission are running rampant in America today. It is not just the church that has 

stood by idly as demonic forces have built strongholds in every corner of our society. It’s 

individual Christians that haven’t committed their time, energy, skills, spiritual gifts, and 

resources to fight this evil that is devouring our country.   



 

 

The first step in this fight is to know and understand the truth so that we recognize and oppose 

evil instead of good. Organizations like Montgomery County Eagle Forum and Faith Votes play a 

key role in exposing the truth about legislation, court decisions, elections, school policies, 

media, culture, etc. Familiarizing yourself with the issues and the evil that is taking place in our 

country is a necessary and first good step in resisting evil. In fact, the first part of God’s armor in 

Ephesian 6 is to gird your waist with truth.  

Satan has blinded the eyes of many of our fellow citizens by hiding truth and perpetrating half-

truths, so that they are unaware that a spiritual battle rages around them. This is a great 

opportunity for everyone in this room to expose their family, friends, neighbors, and coworkers 

to the truth. For many others, even people in this room, exposure to the truth is where the 

story ends. We are informed, we know the issues, we understand the evil, we are upset, we are 

angered, but we never engage in the battle or ask God where He wants us to stand in this battle.  

We need to ask ourselves; do I really know what is happening to this nation? Am I prepared for 

spiritual war? Do I read and meditate on God’s Word regularly? Have I humbled myself before 

God, do I pray daily, do I seek God’s face, am I obedient and faithful to God’s Word, am I 

committing sins of omission? Am I actively resisting Satan and his dominions using the full 

armor of God? If your answer to many of these questions is no, we are asking you to prepare 

yourself for spiritual warfare, then pray and petition God to show you where He wants you to 

stand.  



God does not intend for us to be lone wolf warriors fighting demons on our own. He want us to 

be part of a squad, a platoon, a battalion, an army. God’s church is that army that Satan and his 

demonic forces will not be able to prevail against. Matthew 16:18 Jesus says, “And I also say to 

you that you are Peter, and on this rock, I will build My church, and the gates of Hades shall 

not prevail against it.”    

Therefore, each of us should ask am I a member of a spirit filled church that preaches the Word 

of God, which is not afraid to call out the sins of abortion, homosexuality, fornication, adultery, 

and greed? If your answer to this question is NO, we ask that you become a watchman to warn 

your church and attempt to convince your current church’s leadership of the need to become 

involved in this cultural, spiritual war to resist evil. If your church refuses to engage in this war 

you may need to look for another church.
